The meeting came out of executive session at 7:32 PM.  

Attorney Scott:  Would you please stipulate for the record what you wish to say?

Student #2010-2011-01:  I’d recommend for myself that I go to alternative school, the 1:30, or 2:30 to 5:30 Monday to Thursday.  I know I won’t make those mistakes I made before.  I guess I didn’t know what I had until I lost it.  That’s basically it.

Attorney Scott:  Student #2010-2011-01, would you state for the record that you agree that the conduct in Naugatuck would be an expellable conduct in Watertown?

Student #2010-2011-01:  I agree.  I have one thing to add.  I’ve been through a lot of therapy and I….

Attorney Scott:  We’re out of executive session, so I’m going to cut you off.  The stipulations are made, the conduct has been agreed to.  It’s now up to the Superintendent to read her recommendations.

Ms. Baldwin:  It  would be my recommendation that student #2010-2011-01 be expelled from the Watertown Public Schools, adopting Naugatuck Board of Education’s decision in that:

1.  The student is expelled until March 8, 2011.  This includes exclusion from any and all school sponsored or school related curricular and extra curricular classes, activities, programs, ceremonies, whether at school or other location.

2.  During the period of expulsion, the student is prohibited from entering upon the premises or grounds of any Watertown Public School facility and from attending any school function or activity on or off school grounds, unless it involved the alternative educational opportunity.

3.  During the period of expulsion, the student will be offered a meaningful alternative educational opportunity as determined by the administration in the form of tutoring.
